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MLA encourages use of Mandurah Used Oil 
Facility 

 
Murray MLA Murray Cowper is encouraging Murray and Mandurah residents to 
dispose of their old oil by taking it to the Waste Management Centre in Gordon 
Road in Meadow Springs.  
 
The facility, funded by the Federal Government’s Product Stewardship for Oil 
Program, and managed by the City of Mandurah, opened in March last year.  
 
“Whilst most Australians do the right thing with their used oil, around 50 million 
litres of oil are not recycled each year,” Mr Cowper said. 
 
“This is still of concern, because one litre of oil is all it takes to contaminate one 
million litres of water.” 
 
Mr Cowper also says that some residents may be unaware that cleaning tools 
with used oil, or using used oil on timber fences as a termite defence can also 
harm the environment.  
 
“These and other practices such as spraying used oil on roads for dust 
suppression all have the potential to contaminate groundwater when it leaches 
through the soil,” he said. 
 
Mr Cowper’s comments come in time for National Recycling Week starting on 5th
